The  Guigals get the
maximum from the vineyard and terroir, reflected in
their top  quality and small quantities. The ageing takes
place in barriques from the  in-house cooperage, and the
great wines achieve top prices. No wonder that the 
Guigal Winery is one of Robert Parker's most awarded,
with wines receiving 100  points.
